Reaction risks vary greatly depending on the product

quality, but can occur through wearing gloves, coming

into contact with gloves or being in an environment

where powdered gloves are in use.

Both latex proteins and processing chemical residues

can cause irritations and allergies at the point of contact.

Glove powder can carry the proteins into the air from

where it can be inhaled. Reactions can also be caused

by poor hand washing technique, washing agents or

creams and may be incorrectly blamed on gloves.

Thorough investigation is vital whenever reactions occur

in order to identify correctly the true cause.
